legally binding conventions like UNFCCC or voluntary frameworks like the HFA or the Sendai
Framework). Most of these organizations do not have in-house capacities for specific
activities such as fire management outreach and programme work. The GFMC and the Global
Wildland Fire Network are offering thematic support to these international bodies for
devising, designing and implementing fire management programmes.
